BRANCH:  MARINE AND COASTAL MANAGEMENT

REQUIREMENTS FOR THE ISSUING OF PERMITS

1. Correctly completed application form.

2. Permit and application fee as reflected on the application form (subject to change).

3. Certified copies of Company, Close Corporation, Trust registration or ID documents.

4. Certified detailed catch and processing agreement between the owner of the vessel and right holder, where the right holder is not the owner of the vessel nor the processing establishment.

5. Fish processing establishment indicated on a catch permit application form must be in possession of a valid processing permit.  (Not applicable to Hake Handline, Tuna Pole and Traditional Linefish Right Holders)

6. A letter of authorisation from the right holder granting the nominated person permission to sign documents on his/her behalf or to collect the relevant permits/licences.

7. Certified copies of valid tax clearance certificates of companies, close corporations, trust or individuals.

8. Unless exempted by the Chief Director:  Resource Management and Allocations of branch:  Marine and Coastal Management, Department of Environmental Affairs & Tourism, (“Chief Director”) right holders shall ensure that the fishing vessel is fitted with a functional vessel monitoring system (“VMS”), which is approved by the Chief Director.

9. The right holder may only use the vessel(s) as nominated in their application for a right, unless the Chief Director in exceptional circumstances and in his sole discretion grants written consent to the right holder to use another vessel.

REQUIREMENTS FOR THE RENEWAL OF FISHING VESSEL LICENCES

The onus is on the right holder to ensure that the vessel being deployed, has a valid licence as issued by the Department.  Should the vessel not be in possession of a valid local licence, the following documentation needs to be completed and submitted:

1. Correctly completed application form for a licence for a fishing vessel.

2. Licence and application fee, as reflected on the application form (subject to change).

3. The applicant shall produce a certified copy of a valid SAMSA Safety Certificate.

4. A certified copy of a valid radio licence, reflecting the call sign, as issued by SATRA.

SHOULD ANY OF THE ABOVE DOCUMENTATION BE OMITTED WHEN SUBMITTING AN APPLICATION, THE APPLICATION FOR THE NECESSARY PERMITS / LICENCE WILL NOT BE PROCESSED. ALL DOCUMENTATION SHOULD BE CERTIFIED AS COPIES OF THE ORIGINAL DOCUMENTS.

ONLY ORIGINAL APPLICATION FORMS WILL BE ACCEPTED.  NO FAXED, E-MAILED OR COPIES.
